Our Classroom Management Plan
      Mrs. Boeshans: 4th Grade
Our class has established an Assertive Discipline Program for our classroom, and I would like to take this opportunity to explain how the program works.  It has three main parts, which include rules, consequences, and rewards.  The discipline program rules have been set up, discussed and chosen by the students with teacher approval! 

1. Our rules for the classroom are:

1. Show respect, trustworthiness and kindness in the classroom.
2. Keep hands, feet and objects to yourself

3. Raise hand and wait to be called on. 
4. Treat others the way you want to be treated. 
5. Use appropriate voice level in the classroom.  
6. Do your BEST!
**Our classroom rules are posted on wall as you walk into the room on the right.**

2. Every student begins the day with “Awesome” behavior.  However, when rules are broken, there are consequences in the classroom. 

· First time:  ………………………………………”Warning”
· Second time:  ………………………...............”Think About It”  

*Students will fill out a “Think About It” sheet in our class “Stop & Think, Learn from your Mistakes” behavior notebook.  Students will record and reflect on their mistake.  Teacher will have a conference with student to discuss behavior.  
· Third time:   ………………………………....“Teacher’s Choice”

*Students will fill out another “Think About It” sheet and then lose a privilege in the classroom or at school.  The specific consequence will depend on the situation that occurred, the child and their needs, and whether the action needs to be immediate.  
· Fourth time:  …………………………………...“Parent Contact”

*Parents will be notified by phone, email or a written note to discuss concerns and consequence of the child’s actions.  Consequences may include lunch detentions, loss of recess, after school detention or other.  
*After school detentions are served from 2:15 – 3:00 on Mondays through Thursdays.  A detention note will be sent home the day before the detention is to be served so arrangements for pick up can be made.  

*The decision to be a lunch or after school detention will be decided by the teacher.  Students will again fill out another “Think About It” sheet and write an apology to parents for his/her behavior.  
· If a child serves 3 consecutive detentions, he/she will be referred to Mrs. Wilks and serve an in-school supervision day.  He/She will do all class work for that day while serving this detention.  Sever infractions could mean immediate in-school supervision.  Other forms of discipline may be used if inappropriate behavior continues, or if any behavior is deemed extreme.  

*Our class behavior plan will be private and will not be displayed in the classroom for everyone to see.  I will be keeping track with the behavior notebook.  This allows me to keep track, document incidents, and share them to parents and/or principal if needed.  

3. Boeshans’s Behavior Bash: To earn a pass to the bash, students must have no behavior or homework detentions, no referrals and no more than 3 Think About It forms filled out for the month.   During the bash, students will get to draw a reward coupon out of the box.  
*Examples of Boeshans’s Behavior Bash rewards may include: 

· Free Time/Extra Recess


· Extra Art/Writing/Science or Social Studies Projects


· Brain Breaks
· Computer Time

· Electronics/Board Games

· Snack Time
· Read Aloud/Extra Reading Time

· Reader’s Theatre

· Brain Teasers

· Other

· Wear pjs, hat, color shirt or sports attire

· Special treats
· Teacher surprise!
*The class will also be able to earn a compliment class reward by playing Bingo! Each time the class shows earns a compliment, a letter and number will be drawn from a box. The class Bingo card will be displayed on board and marked if number and letter is called.  When the class gets a bingo, the class will earn a movie and popcorn party.
